1. PEDIATRIC CODE: Call 1-262-000 and state “Pediatric Code to Adult Cath Lab F6/3XX at UW Hospital”
2. EMERGENT OR/ECMO: Page 4844 Emergent ECMO with “Emergent PEDIATRIC ECMO in Adult Cath Lab UW Hospital” and “Patient’s weight is ______kg.”  (Paging will go out to Peds Cardiac Surgeons, all General Surgeons, all Peds Cardiac Anesthesiologists, all Peds Cardiac Intensivists, all Perfusionists, Pharmacy)

3. Direct phone call with Cardiothoracic Surgeon(s) 
· Call Dr. Petros Anagnostopoulos at 1-608-609-4383
· Call Dr. Josh Hermsen at 1-608-334-1525
4. Call OR Charge at 1-890-7200 (give patient weight, and if ECMO or Bypass is needed)

5. Perfusion Contact (if needed for further coordination)
· Days before 3 PM call Perfusion Float Phone 1-608-712-4281
· After 3PM contact Paging for Perfusionist on Call 1-262-2122


Blood: 

1. Call Blood Bank at 1-263-8367 and request blood for “Emergent Pediatric ECMO. The caller needs to provide 4 pieces of information:
a. Pt MRN
b. Pt DOB
c. Cannulating Surgeon Name
d. Tube station Location
2. Importantly NO ORDERS NEED TO BE PLACED IN EPIC


Anesthesia Support Needed:

Prepare the room and patient: 

· Anesthesia to adjust set up in room to make space for Perfusion.
· Remove Cath/EP equipment no longer needed.
· When blood arrives nursing will double check and store in cooler provided by Blood Bank
·  “Surgical Procedure In Process” signs on door
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
